FACULTY SPOTLIGHT

Julie Anderson

In the fall of 1999, Mrs. Julie Anderson became EIMo’s
first Fifth Grade teacher. Mrs. Anderson’s classroom
started out in Tyler and Dawn Morgan’s home, where
Julie was also living at the time. In the mornings, class was held at the ‘
Morgans’ home, and in the afternoon, students were transported to the Montecito campus — this was because
there was no room for the 5th Graders until the preschool students left for the day. Julie had just 6 students,
including Tracy Larson’s daughter, and Julie Sommers’ son, both of whom are now seniors in high school. Ju-
lie was not only the teacher, but also the “bus driver” as she drove students back and forth in a church van.

In 2000, EIMo’s 5th Grade classroom moved to Summerland Presbyterian Church, where it remained for 4
years, until moving to our current site. In Julie’s second year in Summerland, she taught a combo 5th/6th
Grade class. In the last two years there, 2002 and 2003, Dawn Morgan joined Julie and began teaching 6th
Grade.

When El Mo’s 5th and 6th Grade classes moved to the Boys and Girls Club site in 2004, Julie Anderson and
Jessie Prahm were the only teachers and stall on campus. Julie talks about how nice it is to have so many stall
members now, and especially to have someone like Marianne Bartholomew as Campus Coordinator.

Julie is from Mission Viejo, Orange County, and graduated from Westmont College in 1998 with a B.A. in Lib-
eral Studies and she holds a California Teaching Credential. She attends Santa Barbara Community Church,
where she also teaches 3rd and 4th Grade once a month, and has taught several of her EI Mo students. Julie
says she loves to read, and walk on the beach with her husband. Julie met her husband, Scott Anderson, who
has been an art professor at Westmont for 8 years, at church. Scott is also a freelance illustrator, and is work-
ing toward an MFA from the University of Hartford.

When asked what Julie loves about teaching, she says she loves the “Aha” moments when her students make
connections — she can see an energy and excitement in them. When they become passionate about some-
thing, whether it is Science, History, or Grammar, Julie is inspired, motivated, and excited to keep teaching.

Julie became inspired to teach at a young age. She can remember her grandfather having an influence on
her as he had a Ph.D. in education, and was a principal, teacher, and administrator. He would talk about his
teaching a lot, and share funny stories about his students. Julie always loved school, especially elementary
school, and has wanted to teach for as long as she can remember. She recalls thinking, “What better job — you
get to go to school all the time!”
