OPERATION CHRISTMAS CHILD

Today we are sending home the brochures and labels for the Operation Christmas
Child “Love in a Shoebox” gifts. Each year, our families support this project by
filling brightly wrapped shoe boxes with gifts for children in needy places in

our world. The brochure outlines the procedure for filling the boxes. There
is also a label on the back of the brochure that you can cut out to indicate if your g
box is for a girl or a boy, and for what age child the gift is appropriate.

We will be collecting gifts the week of NOVEMBER 13-17 for group delivery to the collection
point on Friday, November 17th. If your gift is not in by 3pm on Friday the 17th, you can per-
sonally take it to Montecito Covenant Church on Monday, November 20th.

Here are some tips from the planning team:

1) Use standard size shoe boxes.

Encourage people that our goal is to bless as many children as possible. We can get more boxes to
more children by using the regular size shoe boxes, rather than big ones, This is possible because
the shoe boxes are packed in crates, with an estimate of 14 shoe boxes per crate. If the shoe boxes
inside the crate are really big, less shoe boxes can fit in the crate, and therefore the estimate could
be off, and result in not enough gift boxes to go the the planned group of children. It makes sense
that with the more predictable the numbers of gifts, the correct number of children are invited to
the event. Also, shipping costs are reduced, both nationally and internationally.

2) Bagging Candy

Many of the receiving countries have hot climates. ALL candy has a potential to melt. Entire cartons
have been damaged due to melting candy. Therefore, please place all candy in to plastic bags that
seal.

3) $7 donation for Every Shoebox Gift!

This is the first increase since the project began 13 years ago. Increased costs for fuel and inter-
national shipping have required this. We place a high priority on reaching children in the farthest
corners of the world! Donations are used for shipping and other project costs such as discipleship
outreach.
