Some people seem to be natural touchers; others find it harder to get comfortable with touch.
Fortunately, touch is a matter of choice. You can choose to touch, and even if it takes a long
time for it to feel natural, the price you pay will buy you a mountain of treasure. My mother
grew up in a home where no one touched and, as so often happens, raised us the same way.
Now, in her seventies, she hugs everybody. She is living proof that it is a matter of choice. She
told me, “I can't believe | never hugged anybody all those years, but I'm sure going to do it now.”
It may not come naturally, but it is a matter of choosing to love.

Poor Excuse

“They know that I love them. All this touch stull just isn’t necessary” is worse than a poor ex-
cuse; it’s a false one. In fact, a study by F.B. Dressler of UCLA, in the 1960’s found that children
require at least ten meaningful, alJectionate “touches” a day if they are to grow into healthy,
well-adjusted adults. Touch and displayed alJection are valuable beyond description. If you

want connection with your kids, you'll act on this truth.

CHESS FOR SUCCESS

Did you know that chess is required curricula in
nearly 30 countries? Did you know that over 25
U.S. colleges and universities olJer chess schol-
arships? In a Texas study, elementary school
students who participated in a school chess club
showed twice the improvement of non-chess
players in Reading and Mathematics on the Tex-
as Assessment of Academic Skills. Some may not
realize what an important role chess can play in
academics.

In the last month, we have been fortunate to
have former El Mo parent, Steve Gutsche, who is
also a retired businessman and physicist, teach-
ing chess as an elective class to our Jr. High stu-
dents. Steve says he has always enjoyed playing
chess, and that he was self-taught at about the
same age as his students. He says he didn’t re-
ally play until after college, during which he was
involved in a Friday-night chess club.

Steve explains that chess is a game that can be
played in the library or in a much more lively
situation, in which there is a lot of vocalizing
and screaming. Steve has been experiencing
the latter at EI Mo - “it’s a loud, noisy, and ram-
bunctious game!” He explains that chess can be
viewed as a sport, and it is viewed as such in
some countries.

The game of chess requires logical thinking, a
plan, and knowledge of strategies and tactics.
Steve says it teaches you how to avoid mistakes,
and how to overcome mistakes. He says they
learn new strategies and tactics each week, and
then play practice games against each other. As
they meet just once a week, Steve tells his stu-
dents that in order to become a good chess play-
er, they must also play outside of class. Each
student is given a portable ¢
chess set, and are 1
encouraged to practice 9
just like they would with x
any other sport. Steve
appreciates the great
enthusiasm the students

have for this “sport” that
is both intellectual, and physical!
